Call for applications: Short-term Program for International Program Associates (IPA)

1. OQutline of the short-term program

O

We are currently accepting applications for the Short-term Program for
International Program Associates, under which students enrolled in Ph.D. programs
at universities or research institutions that have research cgoperation agreements
with RIKEN can come to RIKEN to carry out research activities. We are currently
recruiting students for the short-term program (for a period of three months to one
year) beginning in the current fiscal year (FY 2011).

The program is open to students from institutions that have general agreements or
strategic cooperation agreements with RIKEN (see attached list) or which have, as
of the end of May, signed research agreements with a RIKEN institute or center.

As with the regular IPA program, participants will receive a living allowance of
158,000 yen per month and can use on-campus housing at no charge or may receive
a housing allowance of 70,000 yen per month if they live off-campus. The student's
university or research institution must pay for the round-trip transportation between
RIKEN and the IPA's home country, and for travel insurance.

O  You will need to submit the originals of (1) Short-term IPA Application Form and (2) letter
of recommendation from the student’s supervisor or advisor, so please have them ready for
submission.

O  We will also require the submission of materials demonstrating the candidate’s English
language ability (for example, TOEIC or TOEFL score), so please prepare such documents.
In principle, such documents will not be required for students from a country where
English is the native language.

3. Screening

O  Decisions on the acceptance of candidates will be made by the chairperson of the IPA
Committee.

O In consideration of the time required for visa application procedures, the starting date will,
in principle, be no earlier than October 1.
